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Intended use
The high-pressure washer is used to clean objects and outdoors surfaces (tools, vehicles, boats, terraces, facades, garden furniture etc.) with a high-pressure water jet. It's not intended for commercial use.
Ensure that vehicles and their engines are clean and located in equipped places with an oil separator.
The following safety instructions should be read and followed before using the pressure washer!
Safety instructions for high-pressure cleaners:
· The device may only be connected to an electrical connection made by an electrician in accordance with IEC 60364.
· The device should be used in an upright position.
· The device should be used outdoors.
· This tool is not designed to be used by people (including children) whose physical, mental or sensory abilities are impaired, or who lack experience and knowledge. 
· The high-pressure washer should not be used by children or persons who are not familiar with its operation.
· The device should not be used in an environment subject to explosion hazards.
· The device should not be left unattended while the operating switch (5) is turned on.
· The jet (23+24) of the high-pressure cleaner should not be directed at persons, animals, electrical components or the device itself. Keep people away from your working area.
· Never direct the jet (23+24) at yourself or others to clean clothing or shoes.
· Spraying products that may contain harmful substances (e.g. asbestos) are prohibited.
· Check the power supply cable (8) and high-pressure hose (3) for damage before starting work.
· A damaged spray gun (10) should be replaced by an authorized workshop. 
· A damaged high-pressure hose (3) should be replaced before starting up against an original hose. 
· If the power supply cable (8) is damaged, it should be replaced by a specific junction available from the service centre or the manufacturer.
· Do not touch the power plug and power cable (8) with wet hands.
· If necessary, use splash-protected extension cords and make sure that the power plug and extension cord connection are watertight. Non-suitable extension cords can be dangerous.
· Make sure that the drain pipe is sealed and connected to the hose coupling (4).
· The drain pipe and the high-pressure hose (3) should not be bent.
· Tires and car valves should be cleaned at least 30 cm away from the vehicle, using only the round jet.
· When using detergents, the detergent manufacturer's instructions for use, disposal and precautions should be observed.
· This device has been designed for use with cleaning detergent supplied or recommended by the manufacturer. The use of other detergents or chemicals may interfere with the safety of the device.
· The jet of water causes the spray gun (10) to reverse backward force. Be sure to maintain proper balance and hold the spray gun (10) and spray tube (11) firmly. 
· Protect yourself from the elements that can be sprayed by wearing suitable work clothing and protective goggles.
· Wearing a noise protection is recommended
· The machine is transportable, use the handle. Do not use the cord to carry the cleaner. Do not pull on the cord to disconnect the plug.
· NEVER transport the device by pulling on the high-pressure hose. Use the handle located on the upper part of the device.
· Only install the machine on stable surfaces for operation, assembly and disassembly. Hold the machine firmly during transport
· Attention: Use only original spare parts and accessories from the manufacturer, in order to ensure the safety of the device. High-pressure hoses, controls and fittings are important for the safety of the device.
· Never operate the device if the power cable or important parts of the device, e. g. safety device, high-pressure hose or spray gun are damaged.

Protection class IPX5
The product is protected against a small jet of water e. g. by spraying garden water on the device.
Automatic stop of the engine
This high-pressure washer is equipped with an automatic engine stop. If the trigger (8) of the spray gun is activated during operation, the motor stops automatically. By pressing the trigger (19) again, the motor restarts. During short work breaks, the trigger (19) of the spray gun (10) should be locked by the locking system (18) to prevent unintentional starting of the engine. In case of longer interruptions, the operation switch (5) should also be set to "OFF".
Use of detergents
This high-pressure washer is suitable for the use of universal cleaning products, for cars, boats, home and garden, recommended by the manufacturer and approved for use with high-pressure cleaners (e.g. Kärcher, Mellerud). 
The use of other cleaning products or chemicals may interfere with the safety and functionality of the appliance. 
· When using cleaning products, the dosing and application instructions of the manufacturer of cleaning products should be observed.
· Do not use aggressive cleaning products.
· Consult your specialist dealer for advice on suitable cleaning products.
Before start-up
· It is recommended that a specialist install a current protection switch at the electrical connection of the device, to interrupt the power supply when the fault current exceeds 30 mA for 30 ms. 
· According to the applicable regulations, the device should never be operated without a system separator on the drinking water system. Use a separator system according to EN 12729 type BA. Always connect the system separator to the water supply and never directly to the device!
· Slide the hose reel (2) into the holder provided at the front and secure it with two screws.
· The high-pressure hose (3) should be screwed firmly to the high-pressure outlet (6).
· Plug the free end of the high-pressure hose (4) into the corresponding opening of the gun until you hear a click. To remove the high-pressure hose from the gun, press the unlock button (20) and pull the hose out.
· Screw the water hose onto the water connection sleeve (9) or push it into the pre-assembled hose connector. At the same time, make sure that the dirt filter is in the suitable position.
· Screw the spray hose (3) firmly into the spray gun (10).
· If necessary, insert one of the nozzles into the steel pipe until you hear a click. To replace the nozzle, pull the locking cap (21) backwards towards the gun and pull the nozzle out from the front.
· Connect the power plug into a properly grounded outlet.
· Turn the water supply on. If you are using the high-pressure washer and the water supply is interrupted, this causes damages to the pump.
Turning on
Fully unwind the high-pressure hose from the hose reel. At the same time hold it with the transport handle (1).
· Turn the operating switch (5) to the "ON" position
· Point the spray gun (10) downwards.
· Unlock the locking device (18) of the spray gun (10) and press the trigger (19) fully.
Turning off
· Release the trigger (19) and lock it with the locking system (18).
· In case of longer interruptions, the high-pressure cleaner should be switched off with the operation switch (5). ("OFF") 
Foam nozzle 
The foam nozzle (14) allows adding automatically the detergent to the washing water if needed.
· Before mounting the foam nozzle (14) remove the power plug (8) from the socket.
· Install the foam nozzle (14) in the steel tube as described below. For this operation the tank must be directed downwards.
· Unscrew the detergent tank and fill it with product according to the manufacturer's instructions.
· Screw the tank onto the foam nozzle and activate the gun trigger.
· Spray the detergent on the dry surface and let it act for a moment (do not let it dry!).
· Remove the foam nozzle (14) from the gun, reassemble the wide jet nozzle (12) and remove the diluted dirt from the product by watering it with the high-pressure jet.
Cleaning operation
· Start possibly by cleaning the object in high-pressure operation mode to remove most of the dirt.
· Spray the detergent on the dry surface to be cleaned and let it act for a few moments (do not let it dry!).
· Rinse with a high-pressure jet to remove the dissolved dirt.
Round jet nozzle  
By turning the nozzle tip (22) you can choose between linear jet (23) and round jet (24) for the spray nozzle.
Dirt milling machine 
The dirt milling machine (13) produces a rotary linear jet. This makes cleaning large wall and floor surfaces faster.
· Proceed first, as described above in the section ("Before starting up"). 
· Mount the nozzle to the rotor (13) into the spray tube (11) as described below.
· By pressing the trigger (19) a rotating linear jet is produced.
· For instance, by moving the spray gun here and there, you can effectively remove algae or foam from outdoor surfaces. 
Surfaces cleaner 
The surface cleaner (17) allows efficient cleaning of terraces, paths and similar large surfaces. This function provides the user with optimum splash protection. The high-pressure nozzles in the cleaning housing are rotated by water pressure. The housing and tight brushes close to the edge prevent splashing. 
· Connect the junction of the surface cleaner (17) to the spray tube (11) until you hear a click. If needed, mount the extension (16) between the gun and the spray tube.
· Push the bayonet connector of the surface cleaner (7) into the extension (3) until it stops and secure it by turning.
· First, place the surface cleaner on the surface to be cleaned and turn on the high-pressure cleaner, as described above. Without too much pressure, guide the surface cleaner onto the surface to be cleaned. 
· ATTENTION: Never operate the spray gun trigger until the surface cleaner is placed on the surface to be cleaned.
· Thanks to the rotating nozzles and cleaning brushes, you can remove algae, moss and other dirt of the same type from terraces, paths and similar surfaces without splashing. 
The extension (16) should only be used with the surface cleaner (17).
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Warning: The extension (16) must only be used with the surface cleaner (17). The surface cleaner can not be used without the extension as shown below:
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When using the surface cleaner, the extender must be attached to the spray gun as shown below:
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Warning: The extension (16) with the spray gun cannot be stored inside the hook as described above, as this may cause the machine to tip over.
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Completing the cleaning
· Switch off the pressure washer with the operating switch (5) and press "OFF" to unplug the plug.
· Turn off the water supply and remove the device from the water drain.
· Operate the spray gun (10) until the device is no longer pressurized.
· Lock the trigger (19) of the spray gun with the locking system (18).
· Disconnect the high-pressure hose from the gun by pressing the locking button (20) and pulling the hose downwards from the gun. 
· Roll up the whole high-pressure hose onto the reel (2).
· Store the device in a safe place, temperate place out of reach of children.
· Before a long period without use and winter storage, operate the device for approx. 5 seconds without draining water and without connecting the high-pressure hose. The pump is thus emptied of as much residual water as possible and the risk of damage due to the possible presence of frozen water within the device is nearly inexistent.
Care and Maintenance
· Before carrying out any maintenance and repair work, disconnect the power plug.
· Clean the housing only with a dry cloth and do not use detergents that could attack the housing.
· Remove the dirt filter from the water connection (9), clean it under water and replace it.
· The supplied cleaning needle (15) is used to clean the nozzle. After each use of the pressure washer, push the cleaning needle (15) through the nozzle from the front to remove any foreign material or deposits in the nozzle.
Storage

· Proceed to its cleaning and remove the hoses and accessories before storage. Check that there isn't any water in the pipes.
· Place the power cable on its hook and wrap completely the high-pressure hose.
· Store the machine, hoses and accessories together in a safe and dry place, protected from moisture and frost.
· The machine should be stored in order to be out of the reach of children.
Warranty
We guarantee this product for 2 full years.
The warranty period for this item starts on the day of purchase. You can prove the date of purchase by sending us the original receipt.
We insure over the entire warranty period:
· Free repair of possible malfunctions.
· Free replacement of damaged parts.
· Including the free service of our specialized personnel (i.e. free assembly by our technicians)
